“The Future Ephesus”:
Antandros Antique City

The Antandros Antique City, which is the largest necropolis
on the Aegean shore, could be the next Ephesus, according to
archeologists.

The city was built by the Pelasgians in the borough of Edremit,
4 kilometers east of Altinoluk on the outskirts of Mount Ida.
The city, which had a strategic importance in terms of military in
the Adramyttion (Burhaniye-Oren) - Assos (Behramkale) road,
is thought to be established in 10th century B.C., and it is believed
that Antandros became a settlement area in 2000 B.C. by looking
at the history of Assos which also dates back to the same era.

Antique writer Strabo states that the Leleg clan had settled in the
region from Bababurnu (Lekton) to Mount Ida. The region, which was
first settled by Mysians, later on became a settlement in 7th century
B.C. by Aeolis who came from Limni. We know from antique sources
that the Pelasgians
settled in Antandros during this time.

We know from Herodotus that Antandros was a Pelasgian city, was
invaded by Persian commander Otoneis after the mutiny in Western
Anatolia, and that Xerxes passed by the city while on his way to invade
Greece.

Antandros, after the Persians were banished from Anatolia by
Alexander the Great, minted coins as a free city in the second half of
4th century B.C. Antandros, which was a part of the Pergamum Kingdom
during the Hellenistic era, later on became a part of the Roman rule,
Jjust like the whole of Anatolia, and became an episcopacy center during
Christianity.

The locals who lived in the city couldn't protect themselves against
the attacks from Arabs and settled in Sahinkale in the Sahinderesi Canyon
after abandoning Antandros. The tower which is reached through a
narrow pathway and the settlement area on top of Sahinkale Hill are
still protected. Water cisterns, the living areas and the remains of the
antique pathway are still visible today.

Architectural Finds

Henri Kiepert, who did research in Anatolia, stated in his book
that the acropolis of Antandros was between Altinoluk - Avcilar, on
a hill known as Yarmatas 215 kilometers above sea level and that
the city expanded towards the east.

The necropolis of the city is situated 2 kilometers to the west
of Yarmatas Hill. The necropolis area was unearthed during
construction works and rescue digs were undertaken during the
years 1989-1996. During the digs administered under the consultancy
of Assistant Docent Dr. Giircan Polat, the Aegean University
Archeology Department member and under the presidency of the
Balikesir Museum Directorship in 2001, and which still continue in
the necropolis, two-three storey sarcophagi were found along with
cremation style entombment was observed. The grave gifts that
were unearthed from this area are on display in the Balikesir Museum.

In light of the systematic digs administered around the base
mosaic from the Roman era, a fancy house with frescoes on the
wall and mosaic furnishings on the floor from 1st century B.C. was
unearthed.

Antique writer Strabo states that there was a mountain called
Alexandria on the upper part of Antandros, and that the first beauty
contest between Hera, Athena and Aphrodite was held here, as
Paris as a judge.

The digs at the Antandros antique city, which dubbed as the
next Ephesus by archeologists, are being carried out by Docent Dr.
Glircan Polat from the Aegean University's Classic Archeology
Department.
